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Abstract

The social reform movements that emerged in Kerala in the late 19th and early 20th centuries ushered in some of
the most comprehensive and influential social transformations in Indian history. In Kerala society, which was
founded on the rigid foundation of the caste system, movements led by great figures like Sree Narayana Guru,
Ayyankali, and Chattambi Swamikal paved the way for radical changes. This research paper analyzes the major
social reform movements in Kerala within a theoretical framework. Critically studies educational reforms, temple
entry rights, women's advancement, and struggles against caste discrimination. Applying historical-social
methodology, the research assesses the long-term impact of these movements and their role in the formation of
modern Kerala.
